Instructions for Students Living in Hollis, NH or Brookline, NH.

If you are a student, you will begin by clicking on the “Students & Parents” tab, then click on “Click to login”. (If you are a parent, guidance counselor, or reference, the student must first log in and request to add you before you can access the system.)

If this is your first time accessing the Dollars for Scholars student center, you need to click on “If you don’t already have an account, Click here”.

It will bring you to a page that asks you for your high school name, city, state, or zip. This is just selecting the proper school, so the only part you need to fill out is the high school name field. If you attend Hollis Brookline High School, enter Hollis B, and the name of the high school will come up. Click on “Choose this School” to proceed. If you are homeschooled, enter “home schooled” and click on “Choose this School“ to proceed. If you attend a private school, enter that name in the High School Name field, and that school will be shown. Click on “Choose this School” to proceed. If the name of the school you attend is not shown, try selecting New Hampshire as the state and looking for the school. If you still can’t find it, click on the gray “Support” tab on the edge of the page to request assistance.

Once you have found your school, you will be on a page that asks you to fill out your basic information, such as your name, address, birth date, race, and ethnicity.  As part of determining your location, you are asked your primary state, city, county, zip code, and school district. This paragraph gives information to help fill out these fields. Next to Primary State or Province, select New Hampshire from the drop-down menu. After that, next to Primary City, click on “Search” and type in Hollis or Brookline, then click on the circle in front of the city name to choose that city as your primary city. To select a county, click on “Select” and a list of NH counties will come up.  Select Hillsborough County. Enter your zip code (Hollis = 03049, and Brookline = 03033). To select the school district you reside in, click on “Search” and type in SAU 41, then click on the circle in front of the SAU 41 School District to choose that school district. Choose this even if you do not attend a school in the district (for example, you are home-schooled or attend a private school).

To finish this step, click on the box indicating that you understand how Dollars for Scholars will use the data you submit, then click on “Submit”. A page will come up that tells you to check your email to get your login information.  Once you have that, you will receive an email that tells you to click on the link to verify your email address and to create a password. Please make a note of your email and password you use. Now you will arrive at the student dashboard where you can begin editing your profile.

Once you have filled out the basic information and received your login information, you can enter the student dashboard at any time to work on your student profile or check your scholarship eligibility by going to your local Dollars for Scholars website: HollisBrookline.DollarsforScholars.org, any Dollars for Scholars website, or scholarshipamerica.org, and clicking on the tab “Students & Parents” and click on “Login”. Enter your email address and password, and click “Login”. Now you may begin to work on your profile!

All the required information fields are marked by a double asterisk. However, the more information you fill out, the more scholarships you may qualify for, so please complete as much of the form as possible.

The scholarships given out by Hollis Brookline Dollars for Scholars are not based on need. There is a question about whether your family has financial challenges that may be used in a tie. So if you only want to qualify for one of our scholarships, you are not required to fill out the financial information, but other scholarships you qualify for may require this information. 

Every time you enter information in a field, you must click on “save and continue” before you leave the page, or your information will be lost. Enter as much information as you can, as that will give you a better chance at being awarded scholarships.

To request your Hollis Brookline High School teacher references, guidance references, and transcript, enter the name and school email address of the teacher or guidance counselor and the school phone number (603)465-2269 when adding counselor or teacher reference information. For any non-HBHS-related references, supply the name, email address, and phone number of the person you have asked to provide the reference.

At any point in the process, you can click on “My Scholarships” to check whether you qualify to apply for certain scholarships. If you do, you may be asked some custom eligibility questions. For example, for one of our scholarships, eligible students must attend Hollis Brookline High School and have a GPA above 3.5. For another of our scholarships, eligible students must live in Brookline, NH and be “late bloomers” or have struggled with significant personal or family challenges. Once you have qualified to be eligible for a scholarship, you may then have to write additional essays and obtain additional references before you can apply for the scholarship.

If you would like your parent(s) or guardian(s) to provide any information, such as financial information or granting consent for you to fill out the information if you are under age 18, you need to go to the parent/financial information section of your profile, fill out the contact information, then click on “Request Information from Parent/Guardian”. This allows them to give consent, fill out financial information, and to access resources to help them navigate the college process.
