INTRODUCTION
The Hillcrest-Marlow Heights Civic Association Dollars for Scholars (HMHCA-DS) offers partial funding opportunities for undergraduate and vocational students to receive training in their desired fields of study. ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

Students must meet the following criteria:  

1) Must live within the Hillcrest-Marlow Heights Civic Association boundary that lies between Southern Avenue, Wheeler Road, St. Barnabas Road and Branch Avenue 

2) Applicant and/or their immediate family must be a member, or become a member, of the Hillcrest-Marlow Heights Civic Association, Inc. with paid dues for the current Civic Year.  The Association begins its Civic Year in September and ends in June of the next year (10 months).  (This packet includes membership information and activities). 

3) Applicant and/or their family agree to perform community service work with the Hillcrest Marlow Heights Civic Association or perform similar community service.  

4) Must be accepted into an undergraduate or vocational program. 
APPLICATION PROCESS

Applications will be available at Website (Add Website Address) beginning January 24, 2014 and must be submitted no later than May 21, 2014.

To be considered, all applicants must complete and submit an application package that contains the following documents:
· Completed Application Form (See attached application in this package).

· Fund Raising Commitment (see fund raising activities in Section C. of application).

· Academic transcript or copy of grade report from your academic institution.  Your grade report from the Fall Semester 2013 is acceptable.
· Extra Curricula Activities (Separate Sheet)
· Appropriate signatures.

SELECTION PROCESS
The HMHCA-DS scholarship committee members will review application packages.   The number of awardees selected for any one funding year may vary due to the availability of funds.  Written notification of awards will be mailed by June 14, 2014.  An awards ceremony will be held on June 19, 2014.  The Association will provide the location and date for the awards ceremony.  Funds will be forwarded directly to the institution of attendance by July 15, 2014.

STATE OF MARYLAND - SCHOLARSHIPS 

State of Maryland Senatorial and Delegate Scholarships may be made available to the Association for awards to students selected by the Hillcrest-Marlow Heights Civic Association.
