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 DOLLARS FOR SCHOLARS – FAIRPORT-PERINTON CHAPTER 
Scholarship Descriptions 

 
The Dollars for Scholars Scholarship is divided into three different types of scholarships. 
 
• 2024 CHAPTER AWARDS – Awards (including the Dr. Richard T. Rohrer Memorial Award and 

the Hadley Jewell Memorial Award) for $1000 will be given in this category. These awards are made 
possible by community contributions to the Fairport-Perinton Dollars for Scholars General Fund. All 
students who reside in the Fairport School District, regardless of which high school they attend, 
are eligible to compete for these awards.  

• 2024 UNRESTRICTED AWARDS – All students who reside in the Fairport School District, 
regardless of which high school they attend, are eligible to compete for these awards. To be 
considered for these awards, the specific required information/documentation must be included with 
your application. 

• 2024 RESTRICTED AWARDS – Only students who attend Fairport High School are eligible 
to compete for these awards. To be considered for these awards, the specific required 
information/documentation must be included with your application.

Perinton.dollarsforscholars.org. Students must use the step-by-step Power Point instructions to 
complete the application. The application will take time to complete. You CANNOT wait until the 
last minute!
